Last October, Mr. Fuller announced that he would be retiring at the conclusion of this school
year. This announcement set into motion a process to search for a new principal to lead Canyon
Rim Academy. This search process began with a stakeholder survey last fall followed by the
collection of applications and resumes beginning in November, and then screening and
interviewing candidates beginning in January.

Included as an attachment is an introduction to
Mr. Mastroianni and we look forward to an in-person community introduction as we approach the
new school year. We are grateful to all who participated in this process but especially to Mr.
Fuller, for his support of the search process and for his continued efforts to work with Mr.
Mastroianni to create a smooth transition for our school community.
