Music Specialist endorsement. Minimum 5 years of experience as a music teacher. 
Preference may be given to candidates with a master’s degree in Music Education K-12 
or Music Pedagogy/Performance with Elementary Music Specialist endorsement.  
 
Expect certification in Orff as required by the AOSA guidelines. Use best practices in 
active elementary music education i.e. Dalcroze, Kodaly, Orff, etc. 
 
Prerequisites: 

Possess excellent music skills, ability to sing,be proficient on the piano or other 
accompanying instrument and be well-versed and comfortable implementing the Orff 
instrumentarium. 
 
Duties and Responsibilities 

 Prepare weekly lessons for grades K-6. The lessons need to support state and 
national music learning stands and be based on sequential musical skills.  

 

 Create diverse learning by effectively using singing, movement, speech, drama, 
collaborative creation, notation, literature, improvisation and percussion 
instruments.  

 

 Prepare students for an annual school wide performance. 
 

 Explore different music genre as well as sharing accurate music practices from 
world cultures.  

 

 Have a strong work ethic, organizational skills and be able to work in a self-
directed and independent way.
